Please know Coventry is honored to be a possible targeted school for students of Regional

District 11. Coventry is a warm and inviting community that would welcome your students with
open arms.

Depending on a variety of issues, Coventry is open to negotiations regarding the number of
seats available to your students.’ The district will need to take into consideration growth in projectec
enrollment, unforeseeable residential growth or housing booms, etc. Currently we can estimate
Coventry could take approximately 25 students per grades 7 through 12.

Our current tuition rate for the 2008-09 school year is $9,879 for individual students. The
rate is set yearly in May by the Board of Education. Coventry would be open to negotiating this rate
or even having a fixed tuition rate for a specific term. The calculation of additional charges for
special education students will depend upon individual students’ needs and abilities.

Coventry administrators would be more than willing to attend meetings at the request of
your local boards of education to discuss addition questions or concerns. In addition, we would be
happy to make a presentation about Coventry’s educational programs and school facilities.
